The place and role of Phrygian Marsyas in the worldview of antiquity

The figure of the mythical Marsyas in preserved literary, numismatic, and archaeological
sources is analyzed. It is stated that the myth of Marsyas did not belong to the “first-plan” stories
in the system of religious beliefs of the Mediterranean inhabitants, but was associated with Apollo
and reflected the struggle between the Phrygian and Dorian musical modes. From the point of
view of a modern person, the cruel punishment clearly did not correspond to the amount of “guilt”
of losing a musical competition. It is also interesting that Marsyas, from the personification of a
barbarian, a Silenus, a musician with a double flute, transformed into a river god, and in the 2nd
and 3rd centuries CE became a symbol of self-determination and civil liberties in Roman society.
It is concluded that the question of the existence of the temple and the statue of Marsyas, which
was used in the decoration of coins of the times of Elagabalus and Trajan Decius, minted in the
province of Syria, remains open.
