“Disciplining” the clergy in the light of Lviv eparchy’s ecclesiastical court in the late 17th —
early 18th century

The draft and final records in the Lviv ecclesiastical episcopal court’s protocol books from the
collection National Museum in Lviv, made during the reign of Bishop Yosyf Shumlianskyi (1667—1708)
are examined. Episcopal court dealt with the cases which involved the canon law violations. The court
sessions were held in both the cathedrals (Lviv, Halych, Univ (Lviv bishops’ residence)) and during
the visiting sessions in the smaller towns and villages of the Lviv (Galicia), Podilia and partly Bratslav
voivodeships. The court cases involving Lviv eparchy’s clergy are analyzed. Religious, cultural and social
life based on the analysis of court records is reflected. It is stated that the vast majority of the clergy was
far from perfect. The Church tried to bring change many times. Evidence of this is the fact that since the
early 1700s several books describing the good Christians’ code of conduct (“Man’s peace with God”,
“The Collection of Events” etc.) and moral and practical tips’ manuals (Y. Shumlianskyi’s “Metric” and
“Mirror”’) were published. Due to the legal principle of claims settlement regarding clergy, the features
and specifics of the priests “disciplining” through various types of punishment, i.e. fines, recollections,
defrocking, removing from the parish, incarcerations are highlighted. Particular attention is paid to the
ecclesiastical court’s functioning and application of the court decisions with regards to clergy’s everyday
life specifics. It is shown that the ecclesiastical court’s actions were intended to discipline the clergy and
distance them from the laity. The aforementioned control practices gave some results.
