“And of the immortal gods, she has the greatest honor...”. The image of Hecate in ancient
written and numismatic sources
An integral part of ancient history are the myths of the ancient Greeks. Stories about gods and
heroes contain valuable information about the geographical consciousness, identity and values of
the creators of ancient culture. The richest source for studying the figure of gods is coins, because on
their surface a layer of information about local traditions, local variants, plots of myths, absent from
written and other visual sources, has been preserved. The focus of the article is the figure of Hecate,

and the proposed analysis allows us to see the features of the representation of this goddess in ancient
times. For the modern reader, Hecate is the patron goddess of magic, witchcraft, crossroads, but for
ancient man this powerful goddess was the key to the well-being of cities and people, the giver of
victory, the protector of children and youth. Numismatic materials show the spread of the cult of
the Carian goddess in neighboring Lydia and Phrygia as a goddess of good fortune, personification
of power and the city, although literary sources demonstrate a transformation from a Titanid to the
patroness of witchcraft and patroness of Medea. Although a sanctuary of Hecate existed in Carian
Lagina, valuable information about the iconography of Hecate in numismatics is immortalized on
the surface of coins in various corners of the Roman state.
