Solomon Beim and nationalism of Crimean Karaites

The formation and course of national creation processes in the community of Crimean (Eastern
European) Karaites are analyzed. It is noticed that during the second half of the 19th and the first
half of the 20th century this group, which historically saw itself as part of the “b’nai Israel”, the
Jewish Community in the broad sense of the word, began, because of many reasons, to declare itself
as a “nation”. The rising of national identity of Crimean Karaites is regarded as a natural process,
which is substantially different from similar processes in Central and Eastern Europe. It is noted that
with the process of the formation of nationhood of Crimean Karaites are closely tight a processes
of militarization and turkisation of history and destiny of this community.

The historical heritage of Solomon Beim, who was a gazzan (rabbi) of Bachcisarai and Odessa
in the middle of 19th century, is investigated in comparison with the work of Abraham Firkovich.
It is marked that as author of national narratives Solomon Beim was more radical then historian of
Crimean Karaites Abraham Firkovich, as an epigone of whom S. Beim usually is considered. It is
highlighted that being a man of liberal views, maskil in the Jewish terminology of this period, S. Beim
wasn’t driven, creating his texts, only by the logic of religion. Basing on materials of A. Firkovich,
author created popular, bright, texts for broad public, which influenced either the perception of
Karaites by other peoples of Russian Empire, or Karaites’ collective consciousness.

The elements of the narrative created by S. Beim that contributed to the formation of national
self-identification of Crimean Karaites are analyzed. Emphasis is placed on the authorship of the
Karaite war myth and on the role of S. Beim in the formation of the cult of the Crimean city of
Chufut-Kale as the “national cradle” of Karaites in Eastern Europe. The role of militarization and
turquoise of history is clarified.
